Types of Craig’s List ads that I typically avoid putting on my web site:
1. Ads with all capital letters

2. Ones with the word nud*ity in it (see, I don’t even use the word itself because I don’t want search engines to see it on my site)

3. Outlandish dollars for compensation – ads that are too good to be true
4. If you leave the cursor on a link when scrolling, and the url that pops up is different from the name on the link in the ad
5. Ads that are consistently placed on Craig’s List day after day

6. If I Google the e-mail address and I find that the address is only found connected to this Craig’s List posting; and especially if it is only tied to the same posting in multiple cities

7. If I Google the url and I find that it is a web site I wouldn’t want my mother or daughters to see

8. If compensation is “negotiable” or “tbd” (to be determined)
9. Anything containing the word fet*ish (again the asterisk is put in so the actual word is not on my web site)
10. Ads where a celebrity’s name is included
11. Ads where a Craig’s List reader has posted a note complaining about the original post

12. Ads where I get the “uh oh” feeling in the pit of my stomach when I read them

13. Ads where I wouldn’t send my daughters to the audition, based on what I have read
14. Ads with lost of words that are not spelled correctly

15. Ads that ask for a fee from the person auditioning
Even with all of these precautions, some bad ads get through. It is still up to you to uncover whether an ad is legitimate or not.
