The Photographers & Reprint Places Highlighted in this postings are the ones Brian Dragonuk has Personally seen a lot of GREAT Work from OR are the Highest Recomended from Very Reliable sources.

It's that time of the year that EVERY Actor should be Updating their Headshots & Comp Cards so they are ready for our "Busy Season".

It takes several weeks to get the Finished work back from the photographer, several weeks additional to get the Headshots & Comp Cards back from the reprint house.

REMEMBER this is your only "Business Card" that 90% of those Hiring will ever see - It must be professional (not a Photocopy or Computer Print- PROFESSIONAL).

Over Half the work I do comes Directly from My sending out my headshots to people. Even more comes from My Agents and/or The Casting Directors sending my headshot out to Their clients. REMEMBER YOU CAN NOT AUDITION IF YOU ARE NOT PICKED OR CALLED IN.

1) A Headshot is a 8x10 Black & White Photo of your Face EXACTLY as it looks every day. It is reproduceable at Will in any medium you need to get it to those Hiring Actors / Models for work. If you do not have the Right to Reproduce the Photo then the Photographer took your money without giving you the Headshot you contracted with them for. DO NOT PAY THE PHOTOGRAPHER UNLESS THEY HAVE SIGNED THE RELEASE FORM ALLOWING YOU TO REPRODUCE THE PHOTO AS NEEDED.

If they are in the business of taking photos for Headshots they already know your only purpose in going to them in the first place is to get the photo you need to send by the hundreds to Agents, Casting Directors, Filmmakers, Production Companies, Theatres, And Anyone else looking to hire you. They Also know it will be on your website and e-mailed to those that will accept it in that medium.

If they are reputable this is already part of their Standard Business Practice when you ask for a Headshot or Comp Card Photo Session.

Some Photographers have an additional fee for Reproduction Rights -- Make sure You Ask.

2) Some Photographers will give you a Quote but will not explain "What you actually Bought" unless you ask.

Here are some of the things some photographers will charge extra for and if you don't ask might not find out about until after you paid the agreed fee but prior to being allowed your shots. You of course have to pay them before you get anything from the photographer and you have already paid Several hundred dollars to get to this point.

ALL of these are actual charges Actors have e-mailed me about but ALL photographers do not have these charges or these Business Practices. YOU HAVE TO ASK.

FILM - charges of up to $25 per roll have been "added" because it was not included in "The Package".

DEVELOPING THE FILM - charges of up to $25 per roll have been "added" because it was not included in "The Package"..

AN ACTUAL PHOTO OR CD - charges of up to $50 per photo have been "added" because it was not included in "The Package"..

HAIR & MAKE-UP - This is Usually Optional. Some allow you to bring your own person, Some have a list of several people you can choose, BUT OTHERS HAVE MANDATORY CHARGES THEY DON"T DISCLOSE UNTIL AFTER THE SESSION.

We Already Discussed Reproduction Rights.

3) Some other Questions to ask.

How much time is allowed in your session??

How many changes to clothing can you bring??

How many Hairstyles can you do??

4) Just some Bits of Information

Color is acceptable for headshots but ALL Local Casting Directors still feel it is an unnecessary Expense. At least 1 Photo on your Comp Card should be color.

A 3/4 shot (Waist to top of Hairline) is acceptable as a Headshot as long as your Face is easily seen. Modeling Shots (Tip Of Toes to Top of Hairline) are not acceptable as Headshots (Your Face is to Small to be seen).

Some Photographers have problems getting your entire Face in the Photo. They cut the Top (or Back) of your head out of the Shot. Since your Hair is something the Casting Directors have to see in order to Hire you you should

send a separate photo of your hair if you use these types of shots.
